ADMISSION CRITERIA

Children of expatriate families must have a category C students’ residence permit to be admitted to school. The application forms are available from the school or the Department of Immigration.

Tanzanian children must show evidence of their citizenship by providing a copy of their birth certificate and/or passport.

Place availability will depend on places being available in the relevant class (class sizes are limited to twenty).

Placement is mainly based on age of the child:

Foundation Stage:

Day care: 2 to 3 year olds
Nursery: 3 to 4 year olds

Reception: 4 to 5 year olds

Key stage 1:

Class 1: 5 to 6 year olds

Class 2: 6 to 7 year olds

Key stage 2:

Class 3: 7 to 8 year olds

Class 4: 8 to 9 year olds

Class 5: 9 to 10 year olds

Class 6: 10 to 11 year olds

Key stage 3:

Class 7: 11 to 12 year olds

Class 8: 12 to 13 year olds

Class 9: 13 to 14 year olds

Key stage 4:

Class 10: 14 to 15 year olds

Class 11: 15 to 16 year olds

There may be some allowances made for individuals depending on their ability. This would be only after discussion with the head teacher at the initial interview. Children may be asked to perform small assessment tasks before admission.

There is a one-off non-refundable admission fee charged before children are admitted to the school as well as termly school fees.
