Children of Tanzanian citizens returning from abroad where they have been attending an English Medium School will have priority over local Tanzanian citizens.  Children with older brothers and sisters in the school will also be given priority over other local Tanzanian citizens.

Admissions are strictly controlled and any form of canvassing for a place is not permitted and will jeopardise your application.
